"New York City's Comprehensive Eco-System Strategy to
Protect Drinking Water and Save Money"”

Location: New York City is one of the largest water systems in the U.S. delivering water to 9 million people. To fend off the
Windsor $6 billion dollar price tag for a new filtration facility and the associated $300 million per year for operating costs,
Ballroom New York City opted to protect its vital water-filtering ecosystems by investing up-front in nature's services. The
City has implemented a comprehensive watershed protection program in partnership with upstream neighbors to
protect the Catskill/Delaware Watershed and preserve natural filtration services as a more cost effective and
sustainable means of maintaining water quality. In 2007, it received a 10 year extension of the Filtration
Avoidance Determination from EPA and continues to implement core programs critical to water quality
protection. These include community and wastewater management, septic repair and replacement, land
acquisition, farm management, forest easements and riparian and buffer programs. These protections are
needed to ensure that water quality remains high and that a filtration plant will not be necessary.
