After a heavy rain in the city, where does the water go?
Some of it flows into the openings you find in streets
along the curb, covered with a metal grate. These openings
are called catch basins because they catch the leaves, trash,
and other debris that is carried by the stormwater. The
stormwater then flows through a series of underground
pipes to the nearest stream, lake, or river. The catch basins
and pipes together are called the stormwater sewer system,
which is critical for preventing flooding in urban and
suburban areas.

Sometimes, though, other things besides rainwater enter
the stormwater system. People put motor oil, pet waste,
trash, and household chemicals into catch basins, not
knowing that these contaminants will eventually reach a
nearby stream.

To prevent illegal dumping, the City of Reading paints
each catch basin. This alerts residents not to put trash or
other contaminants into the storm drains.
