Warrington Township is pleased to present our final progress report for the WREN grant. Following is
a listing of our activities:

Promote the healthy yard program through mailings, newsletters and a Warrington Day exhibit.

Progress as of interim report:

A healthy yard mailing was sent out in July to all homeowners whose homes are located in
older Warrington neighborhoods where storm water confrols were not required during
construction. The mailing was sent to 513 homes. A copy of the mailing is included, see
Exhibit A.

An article discussing the healthy yards initiative was published in the Fall Township
Newsletter. A copy of the article is included. A follow up article was published in the Winter
Township Newsletter describing the events that occurred at Warrington Day. See Exhibit B.

“Healthy Yards” was the theme of the Warrington Environmental Advisory Council (WEAC)
booth at Warrington Day. See attached CD pictures.

Church detention basin.

e The planting is expected to take place next spring.

e The planting event was held on Earth Day. See Exhibit C ~ Final Report.

Purchase and install weather resistant sign.

Progress as of interim report:

e The sign will be designed and purchased this winter, then installed next spring.

The sign was submitted to and approved by the LWVPA-CEF. The sign was purchased and
installed at the BuxMont Unitarian Church Detention Basin.

Arrange for a private contractor to conduct 25 Homeowner “Healthy Yard” Evaluations.

Progress as of interim report:

Sign ups for the Healthy Evaluations were completed at Warrington Day on Saturday,
September 13, 2008. Attached is a list of homeowners who will be receiving evaluations.
See Exhibit D. Currently approximately eight (8) evaluations have been completed.

Hold Healthy Yard poster/brochure contest in local schools.

Progress as of interim report:

Eight classes within the following schools in Warrington Township, Pennsylvania have
currently given the Warrington Environmental Advisory Council (EAC) permission for a
Healthy Yards Poster Contest: Jamison Elementary School, John Barclay Elementary
School and Mill Creek Elementary School. Participating classes within these schools are
scheduled to be introduced to the poster contest through a Healthy Yards educational
presentation in January 2009. This presentation will be given by EAC representatives and
will cover the topics of storm water runoff, water pollution and healthy yard maintenance.
Following the Healthy Yards presentation, representatives will introduce students to the
Healthy Yards Poster Contest and its guidelines. Students who choose to participate must
submit their work by March 31, 2009 for EAC representatives to review. By Earth Day,
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April 22, 2009, a winner of each school will be awarded a gift card* for their poster’s
creativity and the posters will be put on display at Warrington’s Township Building.

* The gift cards will be from a local store and decided by the teacher with the EACs discretion.

Progress as of final report:

o The winning poster was created by Miss Sydney Leonard, a sixth grader at Mill Creek
Elementary School. A $40.00 gift card was presented to Miss Leonard at the Warrington
Township Building.
