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Conservancy announces program to help Homeowners Associations manage stormwater facilities & save money

The Perkiomen Watershed Conservancy is looking for homeowners associations (HOA) that want to help improve local water quality and save a little money in the process.

Homeowners associations are responsible for hundreds of acres of open space; much of it dedicated to stormwater management facilities. HOA’s can play a key role in reducing pollution in our creeks and protecting local drinking water supplies. Proper management of stormwater facilities is essential to avoid downstream flooding but also to ensure good water quality and sustainable water supplies. 

The Conservancy wants to help HOA’s make the best use of these important open spaces by introducing a little bit of nature.  Too many stormwater basins look more like bomb craters than open space and are actually sterile environments that do little to slow down or clean stormwater. And they are also expensive to keep mowing. 

Learn how to make stormwater basins “greener.” By introducing native plants into the basin and slowing the flow of water, many of the pollutants that wash off of the land will be absorbed by the soil and removed from the run-off water before it reaches the local creek. Also, more rainwater has time to percolate down into the ground where it will help recharge local groundwater supplies.

The Conservancy will be seeking HOA partners for future grant-funded stormwater basin projects. Working together, the Conservancy and HOA’s can keep our streams clean, protect groundwater supplies and support healthy, natural communities now and for the future.
